Citrusi (mandarina, pomorandza, limun), nar (Sipak), maslina, vinova loza i smokva su karakteristicne biljene kulture Bara. Turisticki atraktivne su Stara maslina na Mirovici i Gingo
bilboa u parku Dvorca kralja Nikole.Na teritoriji barske opstine Zive razne vrste: riba, vodozemaca, ptica, sisara i atraktivni predstavnici beskicmenjaka. Najznacajniji dio Bara, po bogatoj ornitofauni je basen Skadarskog jezera. Skadarsko jezero naseljava oko 270 vrsta ptica, a posebno je znacajan pelikan, kao malobrojna i rijetka ptica. Atraktivni
lokaliteti koji obiluju sa divlja¢ima (zec, lisica, vuk, jazavac, divlja svinja) su Ostros, Lisinj, Sutorman, Rumija i Sozina. Veliko bogatstvo Bara Cine flora i fauna mora. U priobalnom djelu Ziverazne vrste: Skoljki, puzeva, bodljokozaca, glavonosaca, rakova- koji imaju kvalitetno i zdravo meso. Barska opstina je u ekoloskom pogledu primjer zdrave sredine
bez zagadivaca i kao takva je vrlo atraktivna za razvoj raznih vrsta turizma. Posted in Opsti podaciBar je drevni grad. Malo je preciznih podataka o njegovim pocecima. Da je Zivota na ovima prostorima bilo jos u praistorijsko, ilirsko, grc¢ko, rimsko doba potvrduju arheoloski nalazi znacajnog obima i kvaliteta: ostatci neolitskog materijala pronadenog
prilikom kopanja bunara u naselju Celuga, neolitska sjekira iz $u§nja, Velja Mogila u susnju, tumulusi u selu Ravanj, razne vaze crnofiguralnog stila itd. Stara maslina na Mirovici predstavlja spomenik prirode koji sviedoci da je prije viSe od 2000 godina bilo organizovanih naselja na ovim prostorima. Porijeklo njegovog imena razlic¢ito se tumaci. Gr¢ki
naziv mu je Antibareos, rimski Antibarum, slovensko ime Bar. Zivio je burnu i zanimljivu, “slavnu” i tragi¢nu istoriju, o cemu svjedocCe Cesta smjenjivanja osvajaca i vladara. PoCetkom VII vijeka naseljavaju ga Sloveni. U IX vijeku bio je u rukama zetskih vladara koji su osnovali prvu slovensku drzavu. Prestonica kneza Vladimira bila je u Krajini (Ostros).
U IX i X vijeku pripadao je vizantinskoj temi Dirahion - Prevalis. Godine 1042. oslobada ga zetski vladar Vojislav, porazivsi u cuvenoj “Barskoj bitci” na padinama Rumije, golemu vizantijsku vojsku. Sin kneza Vojislava, Mihailo je 1077. godine ovdje krunisan za kralja, dobivsi kraljevske oznake od pape. Njegov sin i nasljednik Bodin gospodari Barom
(oko 1082. - 1101. godine). Upornim Bodinovim zalaganjem Barska biskupija 1089. godine dobija potvrdu nadbiskupije i tada Bar postaje crkveni centar Bodinove drzave. Sredinom XI vijeka pripao je Duklji a poslije opet Vizantiji do 1183. godine kada je sa ostalom Zetom uSao u sastav drzave Nemanjica. Pod vlascu dinastije Nemanjica bio je do 1360.
godine. Za to vrijeme doZivljava svoj najveci procvat. Imao je gradsku autonomiju, Statut, grb, kovao je i svoj novac. Stevan Nemanja Prvovjencani u biografiji svoga oca pominje “Slavni grad Bar” i to je prvi zapisani slovenski naziv grada. Sezdesetih godina XIV vijeka, Bar prihvata vrhovnu vlast BalSi¢a, Cija je porodica stvarala samostalnu teritoriju u
oblasti Skadra. Jelena, Puradeva udovica i BalSa III Bar smatraju svojom prijestonicom. Pocetkom XV vijeka, pocinju vremena ratova i oblasnih gospodara. Bar prelazi iz ruku u ruke: od 1404. godine Mlecana, od 1412. godine ponovo BalSi¢a, od 1421. godine despota Stefana Lazarevica, a od 1427. godine despota Purda Brankovic¢a - kada Bar ponovo
biva prijestolnica Zete. Ve¢ 1443. godine, Mlecani konacno osvajaju grad sa priobalnim krajevima, oduzevsi ga od Stefana Vukcica Kosace, da bi ga Turci osvojili 1571. godine pod ¢ijom vlas¢u ostaje 307 godina, sve do 1878. godine, kada grad oslobadaju Crnogorci. Prilikom oslobadanja, Bar je prilicno porusen. Tada se dio stanovnistva preselio uz
samu obalu - Pristan, gdje je i nastao Novi grad pocetkom XX vijeka. Ministarski savjet Knjazevine Crne Gore 1908. godine donio je odluku da se nova varos ¢ija je izgradnja upravo pocinjala, nazove Bar.U Baru je u XII vijeku nastao cuveni “Ljetopis popa Dukljanina” ili “Barski rodoslov”, literarno-istorijski spis, najstariji dokument te vrste u kulturi
Juznih Slovena. U njemu je izloZeno narodno kazivanje i istorijske legende od dolaska Slovena do sredine XII vijeka, zadrzavajuci se najviSe na proslosti Zete. Posted in Opsti podaciNa podrucju barske opstine Zivi oko 40000 stanovnika skoncentrihanih uglavnom u naseljima visokog stepena urbanizacije. Posto su sela saobrac¢ajno veoma pristupacna,
radi se o izuzetno kultivisanom Primorsko-Jezerkom podrucju. Ova sredina poznata je po multinacionalnoj i multikonfensionalnoj strukturi stanovnistva sa izgradenim standardima tolerancije u medju ljudskim odnosima. ¢ega su 9 km plaze, a duzinom od 65 km izlazi na Skadarsko jezero Barska obala pruza se od rta Stolac, zaliva Pecin, rta i uvale Canj, koja se nalazi izmedju hridi Velja ponta i rta Sapavica. U samom Baru gotovo i da nema prave plaze, s obzirom da je veci dio morske obale pretovoren u lucko pristaniste, pa se na najvecem dijelu obale u Baru nalaze
dokovi za pristup teretnih i putnickih brodova. Obala zaledja Bara je dosta razudjena, sa mnostvom karakteristicnih zalova, nastalim donosenjem
materijala iz rijeka ili dejstvom talasa. Duzina barske obale koja se moze koristiti za kupanje iznosi 4, 964 metra. U Baru je klima veoma karakteristicna. Osim sto spada u najsuncanija mjesta Juzne Evrope, sa prosjecno 270 suncanih sati u toku godine, klimu karakterisu duga i topla ljeta, i blage zime. Srednja godisnja temperatura iznosi 16 stepeni
Celzijusovih. U mjesecu julu prosjecna temperatura vazduha iznosi 23 stepena Celzijusovih, a u januaru 10 stepeni C. Salinitet mora je do 38 promila, providnost vode je do 5, a na pucini i do 45 metara. Ta plaza kupacima je interesantna i zbog razudjenosti dijela obale na kojoj se nalazi kao i zbog bujne suptropske vegetacije. Duzina plaze Veliki pijesak je 298 metara, a povrsina 8.046
m?2. Od rta Meret pa do rta Komina, nalaze se uvale: pod Meret i pod Crnjaku, sa istoimenim plazama. Nekoliko stotina metara dalje nalazi se Uvala maslina ili Utjeha, gdje je smjestena plaza Utjeha, napravljena od zuckastih i bjelicastih krecnjaka. Od rta Ademov krs do Karastanovog rta, proteze se plaza u uvali Paljuskovo, a nesto juznije od tih mjesta
nalazi se plaza u Uvali hladna i zal Peskic. U uvali Canj, mjestu koje je se nalazi na dijelu magistralnog puta, Petrovac - Bar, nalazi se plaza pokrivena sitnim pijeskom i sljunkom, duzine 797 metara. Dio obale izmedju rta Ratac i brda Volujica, koji je poznatiji kao polukruzni Barski zaliv, prekriven je sljunkovito - pjeskovitim nanosima, i na tim
djelovima nema uredjenih kupalista ni plaza. Istocno od pomenutog dijela obale, izmedju hridi Djonov krs, stjenovite obale i zaravni Crvanj, nalazi se barska Crvena plaza. Ta plaza je prekrivena sitnozrnim sljunkom i pijeskom crvenkaste boje, sto plazi daje posebnu vrijednost. Vecina hotelskih plaza i kupalista kao i vjestackih plaza koje se nalaze na
hridima ili u uvalama, zadovoljava osnovne turisticke standarde. Although it's got an interesting old town, Bar remains overshadowed by the Budva Riviera and Bay of Kotor on the Montenegrin coast. But don't dismiss it. The old town is fascinating and the
east-meets-west architecture and cuisine make this a unique part of Montenegro. There are some fantastic seaside hotels here - from the boutique to the luxurious. And thanks to it's position below the typical tourist radar, you can be assured you'll find uncrowded beaches.And if you prefer to visit in a day trip you can combine it as part of a day tour
with Ulcinj or Lake Skadar. Pin this Bar is also the final destination for the train that connects Serbia and Montenegro - one of the top 10 train journeys in Europe!Let's explore Bar! Bar was first mentioned in the 6th century, but archaeologists have found evidence that the town was settled somewhere in the Neolithic period (10,200-2,000 BC). Like
other towns in Montenegro, it's changed named several times going from Antipargal to Antibarium. Today's name was derived from Antivari, meaning opposite Bari (across the Adriatic in Italy), which it got under Ventian rule.In 1571 the Ottoman Turks captured the town and ruled for the next 300 years. This has lent the town a more oriental flavour
than the northern coast of Montenegro. You'll see minarets mixed with churches and the town is very multi-ethnic. Local's Tip: Try one of the restaurants in the old town. You'll find delicious Turkish-influenced food that you won't find in the Bay of Kotor, Budva Riviera or north of Montenegro. Things to Do in Bar The street leading up to the old town
is full of character Image: Deposit photos The old town is the must-see attraction in Bar. The ruins of the town are painstakingly being reconstructed after a devastating earthquake in 1979 and the Turkish-influenced street leading up to the town is a colourful reminder of the melding of cultures here.But that's not all there is to see...Bar is also home
to one of the most challenging canyoning experiences in Montenegro, (perhaps) the world's oldest olive tree and it's just 30 minutes from Lake Skadar National Park. Bedem and Kaldrma in the old town are the
top picks here.But you'll also find contemporary cuisine in Sutomore and a waaay off the beaten track mountainside restaurant that serves traditional Montenegrin seafood and meat dishes. There are three
airports you can fly into and it's also serviced by two ferries and it the only town on Montenegro's coast that's connected by rail. Airports The closest airport is Podgorica International Airport in the capital city. But you can also fly into both Tivat and Dubrovnik. Update: This service has been cancelled. There is a year-round ferry from here to Bari in Italy. The trip takes 9 hours and you can take cars on it. Tickets start from €44 for a deck ticket. You can also get private cabins for two people with bathrooms from €64.During the summer there's a ferry connection with Ancona in Italy. Bar, Montenegro -
Belgrade, Serbia Railway Bar also connects with the north of Montenegro and Serbia via the railway. This train also stops in Virpazar, Podgorica and Kolasin.The rail service is no frills but the scenery along the way is stunning it's one of the cheapest and most scenic ways to get to Belgrade. Are you wondering what to see in Bar Montenegro?Bar is one of the least touristy towns on the Montenegrin coast - which makes it perfect for off-the-beaten-track exploring. From the historic old town, one of the world's oldest olive trees, thrilling adventure activities, and hidden waterfalls, this town might just surprise you!With my 15 years of living
in and exploring in Montenegro, I'll guide you through the top attractions and hidden gems in this historic coastal town. Bar Old Town The must-see attraction here is Bar Old Town which is 4km from downtown Bar and the coast.There have been settlements in this location since around 800 BC and the old town was built up over the centuries by the
Romans, Byzantines, Venetians, and Ottomans.The old town was almost destroyed in fighting between Montenegrins and Turks in 1878 and then the large earthquake of 1979 further ruined what was left. This is was the point when the old town was abandoned and a new city was built on the sea.Now you can visit the site of the old town which is
being painstakingly reconstructed. It’s a fascinating place, half rebuilt and half ruined, that you can explore on foot.At the entrance you can get a map which guides you around the old town. Alternatively, you can book a walking tour of Bar Old Town that also includes visits to Bar's ancient olive tree, a hidden waterfall, and a local food tasting.Main
sights to see in Bar Old Town:The Main Gate with the winged lion of Saint Mark, the symbol of the VenetiansSaint George’s Cathedral (11th century)Saint Nicholas’ Church (13th century)Saint Veneranda Church (14th century)Saint Catherine’s Church (14th century)Saint John's Church (14th century)The Bishop’s PalaceCustoms HouseTurkish
Powder Mill (18th century)Turkish Bath (18th century)Aqueduct (16th century)Clock Tower (18th century)Hours: 8am - 8pm (summer), 9am - 5pm (winter)Entrance: €5 adults, €1 6-14 yrs, under 6 free (cash only) The cobbled street that leads to Bar Old Town is one of prettiest streets in Montenegro. It's a colorful mish-mash of restaurants and
souvenir shops that showcases the Turkish influence that 300 years of Ottoman rule had on the area. The street leading up to the old town is full of character This is a great place to pick up a souvenir or stop for a Turkish coffee after you've explored the old town ruins.My favorite restaurant here is Konoba Bedem, which serves local Turkish-
influenced specialties like eggplant in tomato sauce and stuffed vine leaves.Many of the dishes here are vegetarian, so if you're in the mood to try some Montenegrin meat dishes head over to Restaurant Dino for their famous Cevapi sausages with onions and fries. Local's Tip:Many restaurants in Bar are alcohol-free because of the town's mainly
Muslim faith. 2. The Aqueduct Aqueduct in Bar Montenegro. Image: Deposit Photos One of the most impressive features of the old town is the huge, stone arch bridge that crosses the valley. The bridge has 17 arches that are supported by 18 massive stone pillars.The bridge is part of the aqueduct that was built by the Ottomans in the 16th century
and it's the best preserved aqueduct in Montenegro. In fact, there are only three of these left in the former Yugoslav states - the others are in Croatia and Macedonia. The aqueduct brought water 3km from a spring in Mt Rumija and supplied the whole town. It was completely destroyed, along with the old town, in the earthquake of 1979 but has since
been restored. 3. The Old Olive Tree (Stara Maslina) The Old Olive Tree in Bar, Montenegro After the old town, this region is known for its olives and its excellent olive oil. There are over 100,000 olive trees here!Most trees are over a thousand years old, but there's one particular olive tree that's a tourist attraction here. Bar's Old Olive Tree is
reported to be over 2,200 years old. It is the oldest tree in Europe to still bear fruit and is the third oldest olive tree in the world.Bar's Old Olive lies in a park. You can walk around the small park and buy souvenirs made of olive wood.The Old Olive Tree is 4km from downtown Bar. If you don't have a rental car, the best way to get there is on a tour of
Bar Old Town and the Old Olive.Hours: 8am - 9pm dailyEntrance: €1 adults, €0.50 children Local's Tip: The perfect souvenir from Bar is a bottle of olive oil or a handmade bowl made from olive wood. King Nikola's Palace King Nikola's Palace, built in 1885, is a peach-hued historical landmark located along Bar's waterfront.It was originally
constructed as a summer residence for King Nikola I Petrovi¢, the last monarch of Montenegro, and as a gift to his daughter Princess Zorka and son-in-law Prince Petar Karadjordjevi¢. The palace complex includes a large palace with a ballroom, a smaller palace, a chapel, guardhouses, and a winter garden. King Nikola, an avid yachtsman, had a
wooden pier in front of the palace and owned several yachts, including one bought from Jules Verne.Today, this palace is a museum open to the public, showcasing a collection of ancient artifacts, regal furniture, traditional folk costumes, and beautiful antiques. The surrounding gardens, featuring lush palm trees, also house a large stainless steel
structure, originally a gift from Italian King Vittorio Emanuele, which now serves as a restaurant named Knjazeva Basta (The Duke’s Garden). At night, the palace is beautifully illuminated, enhancing its charm. The complex is not only a museum but also a venue for public festivals and concerts, making it a significant cultural hub in Bar.Hours: 8am -
2pm, 5pm - 11pm dailyEntrance: €1 adults, €0.50 children 5. Church of St Jovan Vladimir Church of St Jovan Vladimir. Image: Deposit Photos The Church of Saint Jovan Vladimir in Bar, Montenegro, is a striking sight with its gold domes shining in the Mediterranean sun. Completed in 2016 after a decade of construction, it is the largest Orthodox
church in the country. This grand building showcases a Serbian-Byzantine style with a white facade and seven large bronze doors. Inside, you'll find two bell towers, a central domed roof, and several smaller domes. The interior is a vibrant display of religious frescoes depicting Orthodox saints, covering almost every inch of the walls. The church,
dedicated to Saint Jovan Vladimir, the patron saint of Bar, features two symmetrical chapels and an impressive 5,000 square meters of colorful paintings, mainly in gold. Interestingly, there are no candles burned inside to preserve these frescoes. Instead, a specially designed room near the entrance serves this purpose. Don't miss the small chapel in
front of the main church, a replica of the original chapel on Mount Lovéen that was replaced by the Petar II Petrovi¢ Njego$s Mausoleum. This modern cathedral, visible from across Bar, is a must-visit for its unique blend of contemporary design and traditional artistry. 6. Mount Rumija Mount Rumija in Montenegro is a remarkable mountain known for
its stunning summit views. Standing at 1594 meters, it's the southernmost mountain in the country and forms a natural barrier between the Adriatic Sea and Skadar Lake. From the top, you can see the breathtaking Adriatic Sea on one side and beautiful Skadar Lake with its hilly islands on the other. The most notable peak visible from Rumija is Maja
Jezerce, the highest in the Prokletije range, located in Albania.The mountain stretches over 10 kilometers and includes several peaks like Sutorman, Vrsuta, and Lisinja, with LoSka Peak being prominently visible from Bar town. The path from Bar to Rumija's summit is one of Montenegro's most attractive mountain trails, offering a significant elevation
difference of over 1500 meters - one of the largest in the country. The south side of Rumija is home to several water springs and small rivers, including Zeleznica, Bunar, and Medurje¢, adding to the mountain's unique and diverse landscape.Mount Rumija has many popular hiking trails. The most popular are:Bar Old Town (198 m) - Mali Mikuli¢i
village (788 m) - Rumija summit (1594 m): 4-5 hours.Gornja Briska village (476 m) - Rumija summit (1594 m): 4.5 hours.Gornja Briska village (476 m) - Bijela Skala pass (903 m) 3 hours - Rumija summit (1594 m) 2.5 hours; 5.5 hours.You can take a guided hiking tour on Mount Rumija from Mali Mikuli¢i to the summit. You can also book a guided jeep
tour that includes a lunch of local specialties on the mountain.Annually, on the Feast of Pentecost, the Cross of Jovan Vladimir is taken in a celebratory procession to the summit of Rumija from the village of Velji Mikuli¢i. 7. Canyoning Canyoning in Montenegro Montenegro is an undiscovered thrill-seeker's haven. With rafting, coasteering, via ferrata,
and more on offer, there's no shortage of thrills in this tiny country.Canyoning is one of the most popular adventure activities you can do here. This adventure takes you through narrow gorges, down cascading waterfalls, and along crystal-clear rivers.This is one of the most fun things I've done in Montenegro!Equipped with a wetsuit, helmet, and
harness, you'll climb, swim, and abseil under the guidance of experienced instructors. It's an unforgettable adventure blending nature's beauty with adrenaline-pumping excitement.Bar is home to two of Montenegro's most challenging and off-the-beaten-track canyoning tours:Medure¢ CanyonVruca RijekaMedure¢ Canyon offers a canyoning
experience that's not for the faint of heart. In addition to hiking and swimming, you'll abseil, jump and slide your way through the canyon.You don't need to have previous canyoning experience, but you must be reasonably fit and not have a fear of heights. The route includes abseiling down waterfalls that are up to 30 meters high.You can book a
guided Medurec¢ Canyon canyoning tour that starts from Bar and takes 3.5 hours or you can book a 6 hour tour that includes transport from the Bay of Kotor.Vruca Rijeka is an even more challenging canyoning route. The tour takes 6-8 hours and you'll need to be fit to take on this canyon.However, with waterfalls and pools, and an uncrowded
experience, canyoning through Vruca Rijeka Canyon is worth it. 8. Skadar lake Boat tour on Lake Skadar Lake Skadar is the largest lake in Southern Europe and lies just 30 minutes from Bar. This vast freshwater lake is renowned for its diverse ecosystem and breathtaking natural beauty. As you explore, you'll encounter a rich array of wildlife,
including over 270 bird species, making it a paradise for birdwatchers. The lake is also dotted with historic monasteries and quaint fishing villages, adding to its charm. You'll find a lot of things to do in Lake Skadar National Park, like like boat tours, kayaking, swimming, biking and hiking.Skadar Lake is also Montenegro's premier wine-producing
region. With over 100 wineries, visiting a winery for a wine and food tasting is one of the best things to do here. Bar Beaches Topolica City Beach As a coastal town, Bar enjoys a Mediterranean climate with ideal beach weather in summer. Although Bar's
beaches aren't as idyllic as beaches in Budva, you can expect less crowded beaches here.Topolica City Beach, located in the center of Bar near King Nikola’s Palace, is a wide pebbly stretch ideal for sunbathing and gentle swims. It's lined with a palm-filled promenade, beach bars, and restaurants.As you can see above, the beach is very pebbly, so you
might want to bring aqua shoes, especially for kids.For a more picturesque setting, head to Su$anj on the northern edge of Bar. If you're willing to drive, explore quieter spots like Canj, Dobra Voda, and Utjeha. Canj Beach Sutomore, just north of Bar, is popular with locals but might be less appealing to foreigners due to loud music and litter.Queen's
Beach is the most beautiful beach in Bar, but you can only get there by boat. Water taxis depart from the Bar waterfront hourly during the summer season. There's one basic onsite restaurant, so I recommend bringing water and snacks with you.You can hire loungers and umbrellas on Bar's beaches for around €15 for two loungers and an umbrella.

You can catch various species, including sea bass, gilt-head bream, and sardines. From Bar, you can join a guided tour to explore the best fishing spots. Local guides know the
sea well and can take you to areas where fish are abundant. Whether you're a beginner or an experienced angler, the Adriatic Sea provides an exciting opportunity to enjoy some fishing. Plus, you get the chance to relax and admire Montenegro's stunning coastline while waiting for your catch. 11. Vrteljak Waterfalls of Turcini Near the Old Fortress
lies the hidden gem of the Vrteljak Waterfall of Turcini. To reach this idyllic spot, you'll have to navigate an extremely narrow and winding road uphill, which is an adventure in itself! But the waterfalls are worth the hair-raising drive to get there. The waterfall is idyllic and a you can swing on a rope swing over the waterfall's pool. The best thing is
that you can even swim in the pool below the waterfall. There is also a small bar serving cold drinks, perfect for a hot summer day.If you have a rental car you can drive yourself to the waterfall, or you can book this tour that includes a visit to the waterfall, the Old Olive Tree, Bar Old Town, and a wine and food tasting. 12. Livada Pool Livada Pool At
Livada, a private outdoor infinity pool, you can enjoy a peaceful escape from tourist crowds. This quiet and intimate spot limits the number of guests, so it's a good idea to reserve in advance. Entry costs €15 per person and people love it here because of the tranquil atmosphere, stunning landscape, and amazing views. You can bring your own food
and buy reasonably priced drinks onsite. There's also an apartment above the pool bar available for rent. It features a luxurious setup with a modern bathroom and a large, comfortable double bed with panoramic views. During your stay, from 10 a.m. to 9 p.m., the sunbathing lawn and swimming pool are open to the public. After 9 p.m., the place is
all yours until 10 a.m. the next morning, offering a unique opportunity to enjoy this beautiful location in complete privacy. “Fantastic Place - amazing view and great pool! Image: Deposit Photos Ulcinj is a coastal town known for its beautiful beaches just 30 minutes from Bar. Ulcinj's Old Town, perched on a hilltop, offers stunning views of the Adriatic Sea. As you wander through the town, you'll see the influence of various cultures, including Ottoman and Venetian, in its architecture. Ulcinj is also famous for its longest
sandy beach, Velika Plaza, stretching over 12 kilometers, perfect for sunbathing and water sports. For a unique experience take a boat tour to a pristine beach, where the crew prepares a barbecue lunch of fresh fish and local produce.You can also take a tour of Bar Old Town, the Church of St Jovan Vladimir, the Old Olive Tree, and Ulcinj. 14.
