A	death	certificate	is	an	official	document	issued	by	your	local	government	confirming	someones	death	and	outlining	key	identifiers	relating	to	the	decedent	and	their	passing.Although	every	state	has	the	power	to	issue	death	certificates	in	whatever	format	they	choose,	most	states	use	the	Centers	for
Disease	Control	and	Preventions	U.S.	Standard	Death	Certificate.	In	this	document,	you	can	expect	to	see	basic	information	like	the	persons	name	and	last	known	address,	time	and	place	of	death,	and	cause	of	death	(if	known).After	a	death	has	taken	place,	an	original	death	certificate	is	prepared.	A	coroner,	certified	physician,	or	county	medical
examiner	typically	carries	out	this	task.	Once	completed,	the	original	death	certificate	is	filed	with	the	relevant	branch	of	the	U.S.	Vital	Records	Office.An	original	death	certificate	is	always	filed	in	the	state	where	the	death	occurred.	Once	reviewed	and	cataloged	by	government	officials,	the	original	death	certificate	serves	as	the	authoritative	record
of	someones	death.	It	wont	typically	leave	the	state's	vital	records	office	after	being	filed.Instead,	most	authorities	will	issue	a	death	certificate	to	the	decedents	next	of	kin.	These	are	typically	given	to	funeral	homes	and	then	passed	on	to	the	decedents	family	after	the	funeral	takes	place.Its	possible	to	request	additional	death	certificates	from	a
state's	vital	records	office,	but	these	additional	certificates	wont	be	the	original.	Instead,	youll	be	sent	certified	copies	of	the	original	death	certificate.Owner	and	attorney	at	Maison	Law,	Martin	Gasparian,	explains:A	certified	copy	is	just	a	copy	of	the	original	death	certificate,	but	it	has	been	verified	by	some	with	legal	authority.	The	certifier	must	see
the	original	document	and	the	copy	before	signing	it.Once	a	government	registrar	has	viewed	the	original	to	confirm	the	copy	is	genuine,	its	given	an	embossed	seal	and	stamp.	This	seal	and	stamp	validate	its	authenticity	as	a	certified	copy	of	the	original.An	original	death	certificate	does	not	have	an	embossed	seal	and	stamp.	This	is	unique	to
certified	copies.When	and	Why	Do	These	Differences	Matter?The	difference	matters	as	a	certified	copy	is	required	for	legal	purposes	as	it	includes	a	government	seal	showing	that	they	are	real	and	authentic,	Gasparian	notes.A	certified	copy	is	admissible	as	evidence	in	court	proceedings.	That	means	youll	need	a	certified	copy	of	a	death	certificate	to
settle	any	relevant	probate	hearings	surrounding	a	decedent's	estate.You	might	also	have	to	produce	a	certified	copy	of	a	death	certificate	to	settle	official	government	engagements	or	commercial	transactions	like	closing	a	credit	card	account	or	bank	account.	However,	there	are	some	situations	where	youre	required	to	provide	an	original	death
certificate.Gasparian	explains:	In	case	you	are	transferring	the	ownership	of	motor	vehicles	and	real	estate	property,	the	legal	paperwork	requires	you	to	produce	an	original	death	certificate	rather	than	a	certified	copy.	The	original	document	also	helps	to	prove	that	you	are	the	legal	beneficiary	of	the	property.What	Should	You	Do	If	You	Lose	an
Original	Death	Certificate?If	you	lose	an	original	death	certificate,	dont	panic.Financial	Planner,	Michael	Ryan,	advises:If	the	original	is	lost,	you	can	request	a	new	certified	copy	from	the	Vital	Records	Office.	While	not	ideal,	the	certified	copy	will	suffice	for	most	legal	and	administrative	needs.	The	key	is	having	an	official	death	record	validated	by
the	government	seal.Start	by	getting	in	touch	with	the	vital	records	office	in	the	state	where	the	death	occurred.	Each	state	has	its	own	process	in	place	for	applying	for	a	certified	copy	of	the	original	death	certificate	held	on	file.In	most	states,	youll	need	to	be	a	decedent's	spouse,	parent,	child,	sibling,	or	legal	representative	to	obtain	a	certified
copy.	That	being	said,	some	states	allow	any	member	of	the	public	to	get	a	non-certified	informational	copy	of	a	death	certificate.An	informational	copy	has	all	the	same	information	as	the	certified	short-form	copy	of	an	original	death	certificate.	But	it	doesnt	include	the	cause	of	death	or	important	identifiers	like	the	decedents	Social	Security	Number
(SSN).Non-certified	copies	of	a	death	certificate	dont	hold	any	legal	weight.	Theyre	informational	only.To	apply	for	a	certified	copy	to	use	for	legal	purposes,	youll	typically	have	to	fill	out	an	application	form	that	includes	information	about	your	relationship	to	the	decedent.	Additional	documentation	may	be	required,	and	most	states	charge	a	nominal
fee	to	receive	a	new	certified	copy.After	receiving	your	certified	copy,	its	critical	to	securely	store	it	so	its	easy	to	access	when	called	upon. common	reasons	death	certificates	are	changed	is	incorrect	information.	The	biggest	reason	you	need	to	make	sure	the	death	certificate	is	accurate	is	so	it	doesnt	impact	any	associated	insurance	settlements.You	should	always	check	with	your	states	about	who	can	request	changes	on	a	death	certificate	as	all	states	are	not	created	equal.For	example,
changing	death	certificates	in	Texas	is	a	different	process	than	death	certificates	in	Michigan	or	death	certificates	in	California.Who	issues	a	death	certificate?A	funeral	home	or	other	entity	in	charge	of	a	deceased	persons	remains	will	be	responsible	for	gathering	information	that	will	be	used	to	file	and	ultimately	issue	a	death	certificate.This	will
involve	getting	information	from	family	members	and	securing	the	signature	of	an	appropriate	medical	professional	who	will	certify	the	death.	In	some	instances,	a	police	officer	or	a	paramedic	may	also	be	able	to	sign	a	death	certificate	as	well.State	laws	dictate	that	this	process	be	completed	within	a	matter	of	a	few	days	following	the	persons
death.Once	the	information	has	been	gathered,	the	death	certificate	will	be	filed	with	the	registrar	and	the	county	health	department	where	the	death	took	place.Typically,	deaths	must	be	reported	to	the	health	department	within	72	hours	after	the	death	takes	place.What	information	is	on	a	death	certificate?A	death	certificate	contains	important
information	about	the	person	who	passed	away. specific	cause	of	death	to	comply	with	HIV	confidentiality	rules.	However,	immediate	family	members,	government	agencies	and	law	enforcement	personnel	can	always	access	a	death	certificate	containing	the	full	cause	of	death.Getting	copies	of	a	death	certificateThe	easiest	way	to	get	copies	of	a	death	certificate	is	to	order	them	through	the	funeral
home	or	mortuary	that	is	handling	the	deceaseds	remains.In	most	cases,	if	you	are	the	executor	of	the	deceased	persons	estate,	you	will	need	at	least	10	copies,	and	maybe	more,	depending	on	the	complexity	of	the	persons	estate.If	60	to	90	days	or	more	has	gone	by	since	the	deceased	person	passed	away,	you	will	need	to	contact	the	county	or	the
state	office	of	vital	records	to	get	copies.Be	prepared	to	pay	for	copies	of	the	death	certificate,	which	normally	run	about	$10-$15	for	the	first	copy.	If	you	are	the	executor	of	the	persons	estate,	you	can	reimburse	yourself	for	those	costs	from	the	estate	at	a	later	date.The	Centers	for	Disease	Control	and	Prevention	maintains	a	list	of	where	to	write	for
vital	records	for	each	state.	You	can	access	the	list	here.Informational	copies	of	death	certificates	are	available	to	anyone	who	requests	them,	but	certified	copies	are	only	available	to	those	with	a	direct	connection	to	the	deceased,	such	as	an	immediate	family	member,	an	executor,	or	someone	who	has	a	financial	interest	in	the	persons	estate.Some
jurisdictions	approach	this	differently	and	may	be	more	restrictive	regarding	the	availability	of	death	certificates.	For	example,	in	New	York,	only	close	relatives	such	as	a	spouse,	parent,	child	or	sibling	of	a	deceased	person	can	obtain	a	death	certificate.	The	only	other	exception	in	this	case	is	by	a	person	or	organization	that	has	a	documented	lawful
right,	a	medical	need,	or	a	New	York	state	court	order.In	all	cases,	you	should	wait	for	the	coroner	or	medical	examiner	to	determine	a	final	cause	of	death	before	trying	to	order	copies	of	the	death	certificate.Many	institutions,	such	as	insurance	companies	and	banks,	may	require	the	final	and	official	cause	of	death	to	be	shown	on	the	certificate
before	transacting	business	with	an	executor.How	to	make	changes	to	a	death	certificateThere	are	times	when	the	information	on	a	death	certificate	changes,	is	missing,	or	is	originally	recorded	inaccurately.	When	this	happens,	initiating	changes	in	the	death	certificate	can	be	by	anyone	as	long	as	evidence	is	presented	to	support	the	claim	and	the
changes	are	approved	by	the	person	who	originally	approved	the	death	certificate.However,	some	states	have	restrictions	on	who	can	file	the	necessary	paperwork.	You	will	need	to	check	the	laws	of	your	state	to	see	to	what	degree	you	are	eligible	to	change	a	death	certificate.Making	changes	on	a	death	certificate	is	important	because	it	may	impact
life	insurance	policies	as	well	as	demographic	data.	All	errors	such	as	misspelled	names,	wrong	addresses	and	other	personal	information	should	always	be	corrected.The	other	thing	to	consider	is	that	there	may	be	time	restrictions	on	who	can	make	a	change	in	a	death	certificate.	After	a	certain	length	of	time,	you	may	only	be	able	to	make	changes
through	your	states	vital	statistics	and	information	registry.In	many	states,	you	can	initiate	the	change	process	online	by	accessing	forms	and	researching	the	step-by-step	process.	However,	to	complete	changes,	you	will	probably	need	to	mail	those	forms	along	with	supporting	documentation	because	in	most	cases	originals	of	documents	are	needed.
Supporting	documentation	could	include	a	birth	certificate,	armed	forces	discharge	papers,	or	other	similar	types	of	information.You	may	also	be	able	to	amend	a	death	certificate	in	person	by	going	to	your	local	registrar.	Local	registrars	will	vary	by	jurisdiction,	but	may	include	a	county	health	department,	county	clerk,	or	county	recorder.	You	can
also	visit	the	funeral	home	that	handled	the	deceaseds	services	and	they	will	probably	be	able	to	make	the	changes	for	you.Are	death	certificates	public?Yes.Just	like	marriage	and	divorce	records,	death	certificates	are	public	records.Your	county	recorder,	county	clerk	or	other	similar	record-keeping	body	will	maintain	the	death	certificate	on	file	and
it	can	be	accessed	for	viewing	at	any	time.To	view	death	certificates	when	a	person	passes	away	outside	of	the	United	States,	you	will	need	to	access	the	National	Center	for	Health	Statistics.After	the	death	certificate	information	has	been	received	and	entered	into	the	system,	the	actual	certificate	is	sent	to	the	appropriate	physician	or	medical
examiner	for	their	signature.	It	is	then	submitted	to	the	countys	vital	statistics	office	where	certified	copies	are	created.	This	can	take	anywhere	from	10	days	to	several	weeks.Death	Certificate	DelaysDelays	can	occur	when	there	is	an	investigation	surrounding	the	death,	an	autopsy	needs	to	be	performed	or	there	are	other	delays	for	various
reasons.One	of	these	delays	may	be	due	to	a	doctor	refusing	to	sign	a	death	certificate	if	they	are	unsure	of	the	cause	of	death.	While	there	are	laws	that	prevent	doctors	from	delaying	a	final	death	certificate	without	good	reasons,	you	may	encounter	this	and	you	could	have	to	force	the	issue	to	get	the	death	certificate	completed.In	other	cases,	the
cause	of	death	may	be	missing	due	to	the	fact	that	it	is	unknown	or	that	there	were	several	health	issues	that	were	contributing	issues	to	the	cause	of	death.After	they	have	been	signed,	certified	copies	of	the	death	certificate	with	an	official	seal	are	generated	and	then	returned	to	the	requesting	parties,	such	as	funeral	homes	or	funeral	directors,
who	will	then	disburse	the	official	copies	to	requestors.Can	death	certificates	be	found	online?It	depends.Each	state	is	responsible	for	administering	its	own	records	and	some	states	have	been	more	proactive	than	others.	Record	keeping	for	deaths	was	not	standardized	until	the	early	1900s	and	while	some	states	have	records	that	date	back	to	much
earlier,	such	as	Massachusetts	which	began	keeping	vital	records	in	the	1600s,	others	have	been	far	less	diligent.In	other	instances,	some	states	allow	access	only	to	family	members	and	authorized	members	will	need	to	go	through	a	process	to	order	and	view	copies	online.In	some	instances,	private	companies,	such	as

When	someone	dies,	a	trained	healthcare	professional	needs	to	verify	the	death	to	confirm	that	the	person	has	died.	This	is	known	as	'formal	verification	of	death'.	A	doctor	also	needs	to	certify	the	death	by	completing	a
medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death.	A	trained	healthcare	professional	verifies	the	death	by	doing	certain	checks	to	make	sure	that	the	person	has	died.	It	is	called	'confirmation	of	death'	in	Scotland.	If	the	person	died	at	home,	these	checks	will	usually	be	done	by	a	GP	or	registered	nurse.If	a	healthcare	professional	is	already	with	you,	they	may	be
able	to	verify	the	death.	If	not,	you	will	need	to	call	the	GP	practice.	They	will	explain	what	you	need	to	do	next.If	the	person	dies	in	the	evening,	at	night,	at	the	weekend	or	on	a	Bank	Holiday,	call	the	GP	practice	and	you'll	be	given	a	number	to	phone	for	a	doctor.If	a	Marie	Curie	Nurse	or	other	healthcare	professional	is	there	when	the	person	dies,
they	will	check	the	person's	care	plan.	They	will	then	know	if	the	GP	needs	to	be	called	or	if	other	arrangements	are	in	place.Some	Marie	Curie	Nurses	are	trained	to	verify	a	death	in	a	person's	home.	If	they	cannot	do	this,	they	can	help	you	contact	the	GP	or	district	nurse.	A	doctor	will	need	to	certify	the	death.	It	will	usually	be	a	doctor	who	saw	the
person	recently,	but	in	England	and	Wales	it	can	be	one	whos	seen	them	in	their	lifetime.	They'll	complete	a	medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death	if	the	death	was	expected	and	they're	sure	it	was	from	natural	causes.Sometimes	a	doctor	will	verify	and	certify	the	death	at	the	same	time.	But	if	the	person	who	verifies	the	death	is	unable	to	certify	it,	a
doctor	will	need	to	complete	the	medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death.	If	the	person's	body	is	with	a	funeral	director,	they	can	see	it	there.In	England	and	Wales,	the	doctor	shares	the	medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death	with	a	medical	examiner	for	review.	Their	office	will	contact	you	to	discuss	the	cause	of	death	and	to	ask	if	you	had	any	concerns
about	the	care	provided.	They	will	submit	the	medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death	to	the	registrar.In	Scotland,	the	doctor	submits	the	medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death	to	the	registrar.	The	Death	Certification	Review	Service	randomly	reviews	a	proportion	of	the	submitted	certificates.	15A	medical	examiner	system	is	being	trialled	in	hospitals	in
Northern	Ireland.	We	explain	how	to	do	this.	The	GP	might	need	to	report	the	death	to:the	coroner	if	you're	in	England,	Wales	or	Northern	Irelandthe	procurator	fiscal	if	you're	in	Scotland.This	may	happen	if	the	death	was	sudden	or	unexpected	or	if	it	may	have	been	related	to	their	work.Try	not	to	worry	if	the	death	is	reported	to	the	coroner.	The
coroner	may	decide	that	the	cause	of	death	is	clear	and	there	will	be	no	further	investigation.	Or	they	might	investigate	why	and	when	the	death	occurred,	potentially	doing	a	post-mortem.	If	you	have	concerns,	contact	the	coroner's	office	to	find	out	what	will	happen	next.	If	the	death	is	reported	to	the	coroner,	or	procurator	fiscal	in	Scotland,	they
might	decide	that	a	post-mortem	is	needed.	This	is	an	examination	of	a	body	to	try	to	find	out	the	cause	of	death.A	post-mortem	is	carried	out	by	a	pathologist	working	for	the	coroner's	office.	A	pathologist	is	a	doctor	who	helps	to	find	out	the	cause	of	death.Once	the	pathologist	has	identified	the	cause	of	death,	the	coroner	will	send	a	form	to	the
registrar	stating	the	cause	of	death.	They	will	also	send	a	certificate	for	cremation	if	the	body	is	to	be	cremated.	Hospices,	hospitals	and	care	homes	have	their	own	arrangements	for	verifying	and	certifying	a	death.	In	England	and	Wales,	the	doctor	who	completes	the	medical	certificate	of	cause	of	death	shares	it	with	the	medical	examiner	for	review
(unless	they	need	to	report	the	death	to	the	coroner).	The	hospital	can	give	information	about	registering	the	death.A	member	of	staff	will	offer	you	advice	about	contacting	a	funeral	director,	although	they	may	not	be	able	to	recommend	a	particular	company.	You	can	also	ask	them	about	what	to	do	next	if	you	do	not	plan	to	use	a	funeral	director.	We
suggest	things	to	think	about.	There	will	be	a	different	process	to	follow	if	someone	has	died	abroad.	You	can	find	out	more	from	GOV.UK	or	Citizens	Advice	(see	links	below).
